(Though by the time you read it, I will most likely be home!) 

The retreat has been based around 2 Corinthians 4, the theme being Treasure in Jars of 

Clay - Beauty and Brokenness. It is quiet and peaceful and the food is wonderful! Lots to 

think about and reflect on. 

2 Corinthians is one of PaulΩs letters to the people of Corinth. Paul was a prolific letter 

writer. He wrote letters to the churches he had established when he was unable to visit 

them in person. They are also the earliest writings we have from the time after JesusΩ 

resurrection. His letters served to greet the people he knew, encourage them in what 

they were doing, give instructions and many other things. We often forget to 

acknowledge and encourage those around us.  

So, many thanks and words of appreciation to those who turned up for the working bee 

on Saturday 10 October. Gardens were trimmed, weeded and tidied, outdated signs 

removed, paint work on St PaulΩs high pressure cleaned, the front of stage and fans in 

the church washed, Ψmind you stepΩ signs painted and the tables from the hall were 

cleaned. While many of us were thinking that the same things actually needed to be 

done at our own homes, the church is also our home and it needs to be loved and cared 

for. Otherwise it will fall into disarray and disrepair.  

Often we forget to acknowledge the generosity of those outside the church to the 

church. Those who volunteer at the soup kitchen and Op Shop. Today I would like to 

acknowledge the owner of the Bushy Tales Café (the one next to Centrelink). For every 

100 cups of coffee she sells, $50.00 is given to an organisation of her patrons choice. 

One of her patrons chose the soup kitchen as it had been her mainstay in a time of 

financial trouble. So a few weeks ago we received $50.00 from her as a donation to the 

Soup Kitchen. As I have since then had coffee from Bushy Tales, I can recommend it, but 

more than that her cheesecakes are to die for. All home made and she uses bush tucker 

flavours! And she allows the dog to sit in the café with you!  

Something else that we often forget is that we are part of the world wide Anglican 

communion and of the National Council of Churches in Australia which is Ecumenical.
